Burning Reminders

e ONLY WOOD or WOOD
PRODUCTS (ex: boxes or
paper) may be burned.

¢ No burning between dusk
and dawn. All fires must be
completely extinguished (no
smoking or smoldering) by
sunset.

e Only cooking fires (those for

picnics or cookouts) may
burn on Sundays and Mon-
days. NO garbage fires on
Sundays or Mondays.

e DO NOT burn tires.

e You must burn in a non-
combustible container with
a screen on top. No open
pits.

If you need to burn on a large
scale, you must obtain a permit
from Fire Chief Mike Aikins who
can be reached at 724-845-8507.
There is no permit fee, but the
permit will be issued for a specific
day and time.
