6.1 Accessory Dwelling Unit Ordinance Update (PLPA-004245-2025)
The Planning Commission will consider and make a recommendation to the City Council
regarding City-initiated amendments to the Zoning Ordinance to implement changes in
state accessory dwelling unit law. As proposed, Dublin Municipal Code Chapter 8.08
(Definitions), Chapter 8.76 (Off-Street Parking and Loading Regulations) and Chapter 8.80
(Accessory Dwelling Unit Regulations) would be updated to ensure compliance with the
recent legislation. The Planning Commission will also consider and make a
recommendation to the City Council regarding an exemption from the requirements of the
California Environmental Quality Act.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION:
Conduct a public hearing, deliberate, and adopt the Resolution recommending City Council
approval of amendments to Dublin Municipal Code Chapter 8.08 (Definitions) and Chapter
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8.76 (Off-Street Parking and Loading Regulations), and repealing and replacing Chapter 8.80
(Accessory Dwelling Unit Regulations).
