DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
ENCLAVES OF WOODBRIDGE

This Development Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into this ___ day of
, 2023, by and between and the Enclaves of Woodbridge, a Michigan
Limited Liability Company, (the “Developer”) with its principal offices located at 51410 Milano
Drive, Ste. 115, Macomb, MI 48042, and the Charter Township of Oxford (the “Township”), a
Michigan municipal corporation, whose address is 300 Dunlap Rd., Oxford, MI 48371.

RECITATIONS:

WHEREAS, Developer owns the land in Oxford Townsbip, Oakland County, Michigan,
described on the attached Exhibit A (the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, Developer has proposed and submitted Plans and other materials to the
Township Planning Commission to obtain final Site Plan approval (Exhibit B: Site Plan) to
construct residential building condominiums (the “Development’), which is located within the RM
Multiple-Family Residential District. The Township Planning Commission has found the Site Plan
meets the applicable decision criteria of §12.10 Site Plan Decision Criteria and granted final site
plan approval, contingent upon Developer’s compliance with Township Ordinances, conditions
placed on the approval by the Planning Commission on March 24, 2022 (Exhibit C: Planning
Commission Meeting Minutes), and the approved final Site Plan.

WHEREAS, certain improvements within and for the Development have not yet been
completed. Accordingly, the Developer has offered to provide, and the Township is willing to
accept, in consideration for its granting building permits and other approvals, certain assurances
to the Township that such improvements will be properly completed and maintained in compliance
with the Township’s Zoning Ordinance, Developer’s approved Site Plan, and all conditions placed
on approval by the Planning Commission. Such assurances include execution of this Agreement
containing the provisions set forth below, providing for the completion and maintenance of the
improvements for the Development. :

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE I
TERMS

Based upon the terms and conditions set forth herein and in consideration of the mutual
promises and assurances provided herein, the Parties do hereby agree as follows:

1. Purpose. For the purpose of ensuring that certain improvement(s) for the
Development will be completed and maintained pursuant to this Agreement in consideration for
the Township’s issuance of building permits and any other approvals, and that such completion
and maintenance occur in accordance with the Township’s Zoning Ordinance, Developer’s
approved Site Plan, and all conditions placed on approval by the Planning Commission.
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2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be from its Effective Date through the
completion of all terms and conditions set forth herein to the satisfaction of the Township and as
set forth in writing by the Township, unless terminated on an earlier date by mutual consent of the
Parties hereto, in writing. '

3. The Property Subject to this Agreement. The Property subject to this Agreement
includes the Property described in Exhibit “A,” and all buildings and structures located thereon.

4. Approval. Developer agrees to obtain approval of this Agreement by, and where
necessary obtain a Subordination Agreement from, any lienholder, finance lender, or any other
individual or entity with an interest in the Property. Copies of such Agreement(s) shall be provided
to the Township Planning and Zoning Department upon request.

5. Improvement and Use of the Property. Developer shall improve and/or develop the
Property in accordance with its approved site plan and the Township’s Ordinances, including, but
not limited to, the Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance 067A) and the Engineering Design Standards
Ordinance (Ordinance 106A); in compliance with the drawings and specifications as set forth on
the attached Site Plan, including all applicable infrastructures, streets, roads, sidewalks,
landscaping, and other public utilities necessary for the operation of the Development on the
Property. By entering into this Agreement, to the extent not already reviewed and approved, the
Township has not waived any review or approval of the drawings or specifications related to the
proposed improvements, except as specifically set forth in this Agreement.

6. QOwnership. Developer has represented to the Township, understanding that the
Township is relying upon these representations as conditions for entering into this Agreement, that
as of the date of execution of this Agreement, all of the land subject to this Development
Agreement is owned solely and exclusively by Developer as set forth above.

7. Agreement. Developer shall comply with all Township Ordinances and obtain all
appropriate approvals. The final site plan approval shall expire and be of no effect after three
hundred sixty-five (365) days following approval. The Township has agreed to approve the Final
Site Plan (attached as Exhibit B) with the following conditions which include, but are not limited
to, the following which Developer shall comply with within ninety (90) days of entering into this
agreement, unless an alternative date is specifically set forth for an individual item below;
howevet, the Supervisor may approve subsequent 30-day extensions in writing:

a. Developer shall submit a revised Site Plan that includes all of the following:

i. No parking signs shall be added to the “Proposed Legend” on Sheet 1;

ii. Sidewalks on Sheet 1 shall be shown as extending through the driveways,
as done on Sheets 2 and 3;

iil. All utility structures located outside of proposed sidewalks;

iv, Revisions to the condominium documents noted in Township Attorney and -

Township Engineer reviews, and condominium document approval by the
Township Attorney and Township Engineer;

v. Outlines of additional units south of Phase 2, for example on Sheet 5, shall
be removed; and
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Vi, The phasing line shall be adjusted to include the cul-de-sac at the end of the

roadway.

b. Developer shall submit a revised landscape plan so that no trees are proposed within
ten (10) feet of any manhole, catch basin, fire hydrant, gate well, or similar utility
structure;

c. Applicant shall confirm that an irrigation system shall be installed for landscaped

areas in the right-of-way and green belt and/or irrigation system details shall be
added to the landscape plan;

d. Developer shall obtain:
i. Utilities and stormwater management approval by the Township Engineer:
il. Design approvals and permits related to utilities, roadways, and grading

shall be secured and provided before issuance of any permits; and
1ii. Sanitary sewer and water supply system approval by EGLE;

e. Applicant shall participate in a preconstruction conference with the Township and
interested agencies before submission of permits for construction.

8. Law. Developer acknowledges and understands that by entering into this
Agreement, the Township is not waiving any requirement of the Township’s Ordinances,
regulations, planning requirements, or other applicable State or local standards, other than those
expressly set forth herein. Developer understands and agrees that the proposed drawings attached
hereto do not constitute a waiver by the Township of any Township Ordinance, regulation,
planning procedure, site plan review and approval, or any other federal, State, or local road
commission, or other applicable law or standard. The Township has not waived any right or
standard for its review of the future development of the Enclaves of Woodbridge. Developer shall
comply with all State laws and Township Ordinances in effect at the time of entering into this
Agreement, and except to the extent already granted in any approved site plan and the drawings or
specifications attached, there shall be no exceptions and/or variances therefrom, except as those
which are expressly agreed to by the Parties, in writing, on approval of the respective boards and/or
commissions that would have responsibility for any exceptions and/or variances from the
requirements. '

9. Development Permits, Inspections, and Approvals. Developer shall obtain from the
Township and/or other governmental bodies all permits, inspections, and approvals that are
necessary for the development of the Property. Any waiver of any permit, inspection, and/or
approval requirements must be in writing and signed by the respective governmental unit issuing
the permit, inspection, and/or approval.

10.  Amendments to this Agreement. This Agreement may only be amended by the
mutual consent of the Parties hereto or their successors in interest, in writing, signed by the Parties’
authorized representatives.




11.  Performance Guarantee. Developer shall post a performance guarantee in the
amount of $550,000.00. This Performance Guarantee may be held in an interest-bearing account.
If this Performance Guarantee is held in an interest-bearing account then the Township shall be
entitled to retain any interest generated during the pendency of this Agreement as its sole and
separate property, free and clear of any claim by Developer.

12, Default. In the event Developer has failed to comply with this Agreement and
provided the Township has given Developer thirty (30) days’ written notice of default, and
Developer has not come into compliance with the terms of this Agreement within thirty (30) days
of receipt of such written notice, the Township shall have the authority, but shall not have the legal
obligation, to take one or more of the following actions:

a. The Township may draw the funds from the Developer’s posted Performance
Guarantee and enter upon the Development through its officials, employees, agents,
and/or contractors and complete and/or maintain the improvements, or to restore the
Property or areas disturbed by the Development. In such event, all costs and expenses
incurred, together with a Township Administrative Fee in an amount equivalent to
twenty-five (25%) percent of all such costs and amounts incurred, shall be paid from
the proceeds of the funds drawn on the Performance Guarantee. Any amounts of unused
proceeds of the Performance Guarantee shall be returned to Developer, or otherwise be
credited, as the case may be. Developer, and all of Developer’s officers, employees,
consultants, and agents, shall be obligated to act and work in cooperation with the
Township to bring about completion and/or maintenance of the improvements as
contemplated in this Agreement, or restoration, and shall provide the Township with
all drawings, contracts, documentation, public correspondence, agreements, and other
materials relating to any such improvements, restoration, and/or maintenance.
Notwithstanding other provisions to the contrary, in the event the Township receives a
notice of termination from Developer with regard to the Performance Guarantee, and
the improvements itemized herein that have not been completed or fulfilled as required
by this Agreement, the Township shall be entitled to immediately draw the funds from
the Performance Guarantee, without notice to Developer, and proceed as specified in
this paragraph.

b. If any repair is necessary to be made at once to protect life and property, then and in
that case, the Township may take immediate steps to repair or barricade such defects
without notice to the Developer. In such accounting, the Township shall not be held to
obtain the lowest figures for the doing of the work, or any part thereof, but all sums
actually paid therefore shall be charged to the Developer.

c. The Township may issue a stop work order as to any or all aspects of the Development,
deny the issuance of any requested building permit or certificate of occupancy, and
suspend further inspections of any or all aspects of the Development.

13.  Additional Liability. Developer shall also be liable for any costs and expenses
incurred by the Township in excess of Performance Guarantee posted by the Developer, as well as
any costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney fees, incurred by the Township in any action
and/or litigation to enforce or collect such funds and/or to otherwise secure completion and/or
maintenance of the improvements itemized in Paragraph 5 above, or restoration, in accordance
with the terms of this Agreement. The liability of Developer in such regard, if unpaid after thirty
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(30) days of a billing sent to Developer at its last known address, may be secured by the Township
recording a lien on the Property, effective as of the date the Township is authorized to proceed
with the completion and/or maintenance of improvements, or restoration, as provided in this
Agreement, and all such unpaid amounts may be placed on the delinquent tax roll of the Township
as to the Property, and shall accrue interest and penalties, and shall be collected as, and shall be
deemed delinquent real property taxes according to the laws made and provided for the collection
of delinquent real property taxes.

4. Indemnification. The Developer shall indemnify, defend, and save harmless the
Township, and its agents, consultants, employees, and officers from all suits and actions for
damages of every name and description brought or claimed against them for, or on account of, any
injury or damage to person or property received or sustained by any party or parties, by or from
any of the acts or omissions or through the negligence of said Developer, and its servants, agents,
or employees, in the prosecution of the work, and from any and all claiims arising under the
Workman's Compensation Act of the State of Michigan.

15.  Building Permits and Certificates of Occupancy. The Township shall also have the
right to withhold issuance of Building Permits and Certificates of Occupancy for any unit or units
in the Development in the event of a failure to propetly complete or maintain any improvement
within or for the Development, regardless of whether the Developer is the named applicant for -
such permit or Certificate of Occupancy.

16.  No Third-Party Beneficiary. The Agreement is not intended to, and does not confer,
any rights or benefits on any third-party. Upon the sale or transfer of Developership of the Property,
Developer shall notify the Township of any sale or transfer and the Township reserves the right to
terminate any and all approvals or other benefits contained herein, including termination of the
Permit issued under Township Ordinance No. 067A.

7. Notices. Unless specifically provided otherwise by this Agreement, any notice,
demand, request, consent, approval, or communication, in which a signatory party is required to,
or may give to, the other signatory party hereunder, shall be in writing and shall be delivered or
addressed to the other Party at their address set forth below or to such other address as such Party
may, from time to time, direct by written notice given in the manner herein prescribed. Such notice
or communication shall be deemed to have been given or made when communicated by personal
delivery, by independent courier service, by facsimile, or by electronic communication, or if by
mail, on the fifth (5th) business day after the deposit thereof in the U.S. Mail, postage prepaid,
registered, or certified, addressed as hereinafter provided. The Parties shall make reasonable
inquiries to determine whether the name or titles of the persons listed in this Agreement should be
substituted with the name of the listed person’s successor.

18.  Entire _Agreement. There are no promises, agreements, conditions, or
understandings, oral or written, expressed or implied, among these Parties relative to the matters
addressed herein, other than those set forth in this Agreement or the Exhibits hereto.

19, Delay in Enforcement. A delay in enforcement of any provision of this Agreement
shall not be construed as a waiver or estoppel of the Township’s right to eventually enforce, or
take action to enforce, the terms of this Agreement.

20.  Construction. The Parties agree that each Party and its respective counsel have
reviewed this Agreement and agree that the general rule of contract construction that ambiguities
are to be resolved against the drafting Party shall not apply in the interpretation of this Agreement
or any amendments or Exhibits thereto.

2. Assignment. Except as specifically provided herein, neither Party to this Agreement
may assign its respective rights and responsibilities hereunder to any other individual or entity
without the express written consent of the other Parties, provided, however, with respect to any

The notice shall
include a basic description of the project and the cost estimate, and the tentative assessment
amount, and shall be sent by first class mail to the last known address of the owner of the
properties based upon the current tax assessment records in the township.

c.  The township will also deliver the "notice of public hearing," described above under subsection
b., to any affected homeowner's association registered to receive such notice.

(2) Following the public hearing, if the township board determines that the construction, maintenance,
and/or repair of certain sidewalks is necessary due to being in a condition of disrepair, or due to one or
more other identified reasons, the board may adopt a resolution confirming the assessment roll and
determining to contract for such construction, maintenance, and/or repair, and assess the costs to the
properties involved in proportion to the respective benefits received, payable in five annual
installments, with interest; provided, however, prior to entering into such contract, the township board
may, if requested in writing by persons representing a number of properties within the area to be
assessed deemed sufficient by the township board, provide an opportunity within a reasonable time
set by the township or the respective property owners involved to have the sidewalks constructed,

section. Such assessments shall be made in accordance with the procedure specified, above, in this section. If
the party failing to make the required repair does not own the property within reasonable proximity of the
sidewalk or safety path to be repaired, the township may seek recovery of all costs and expenses, including
reasonable administrative costs and attorney fees, by any lawful means.

As a condition to any recovery for injuries sustained by reasons of any defective sidewalk or safety path, the

The township engineer may permit the proposed deviation if the
township engineer believes that the proposed deviation would result in an increase in construction safety, an
increase in the safety of the final constructed improvement, a more effective operation of the final
constructed improvement, minimization of potential negative impacts on one or more other parcels, and/or
a more efficient operation of the review process set forth in this article.

(b)  Extraordinary situations will arise that are not clearly defined by the standards or where the standards
contained in this article set forth by their own terms requirements that are general, which may be
inappropriate when applied to a particular situation. When such circumstances occur, the decision of the
township engineer shall govern, based on the township engineer's appraisal of the safety of the construction
and/or operation of the proposed improvement, the effectiveness of the final constructed improvement,
and/or the potential negative impacts on one or more other parcels. An applicant may appeal the decision of
the township engineer to the township board. The appeal shall be in writing and shall be submitted by the
applicant outlining the reasons why a specific requirement should be modified for a particular site or
situation.

(c)  Where standard codes, acts, and details are referenced in this article to the extent so referenced, they are
adopted by reference.

(d) Proposed improvement plans are not solely for review and construction but are also used to keep records of
utilities for maintenance and future construction.

Developer means a person causing a development to be created on property they own or have interest in.

Development means any land development project requiring approval of a site plan, condominium site plan,
or subdivision plat in accordance with Ordinance No. 67a or chapter 46, article Ill of this Code.

Existing fixed object means an object that cannot be easily moved without the assistance of mechanical tools
and/or without causing destruction to the property to which it is attached, including, but not limited to, buildings,
driveways, utility poles, and fences.

Master plan means the Charter Township of Oxford Master Plan; prepared and adopted under Act No. 168 of
the Public Acts of Michigan of 1959, as amended.

Owner means a natural person, firm, association, partnership, corporation or other legal entity or combination
of them which may hold any ownership interest in land whether recorded or not.

Pathway, for purposes of this article only, shall be synonymous with the term "safety path."
Person means a natural person, firm, association, partnership, corporation or other legal entity.
Report means minutes of any meeting of the safety path committee, as approved by the Committee,

Road, public means a road accepted by dedication or otherwise by the road commission for the county as
defined under State Law.

Safety path plan means the recommended and approved plan showing all planned safety paths, existing or
future, incorporated as a portion of the open space and greenway plan that has been adopted as part of the
township's master plan.

Safety path shall mean a certain type of non-motorized pathway constructed for the benefit of the general
public, as shown on the official safety path map maintained by the township. The use of the term "safety
path" itself does not mean, and shall not be construed or relied upon in any way as meaning, that such
safety paths are inherently safe or in a safe condition. Instead, the reference to "safety" in the labeling
of such paths is nothing other than a reference to the fact that such pathways are typically considered
to be safer for pedestrians to use than the improved portions of road on which motor vehicles travel.

Sidewalk shall mean and refer to all other constructed surfaces located in the public right-of-way dedicated
primarily for pedestrian usage, not including those non-motorized pathways being referenced above as
"safety paths,” and constructed primarily as dedicated pedestrian paths within subdivisions or adjacent
to street lots.
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Street lots means one or more lots which are not part of a formally created subdivision, but which are part of
a neighborhood where a sidewalk has been constructed to serve the lots within such neighborhood.

Subdivision means the lots, units, and other areas which are part of a development platted under the Michigan
Land Division Act (or predecessor Act) or created under the Condominium Act.

Vegetation means trees, shrubs, bushes,’flowers, weeds, or any other type of plant growth.

{b) Terms not expressly defined above shall have their customary dictionary meanings, taking into consideration
the context and intent of this article.

The township's safety path plan, as incorporated into the open space and greenway plan, shall guide the
development of a system of planned safety paths in the township and shall be updated from time to time as an
amendment to, or in conjunction with, the master plan, in accordance with MCL 125.321 et seq.

Sec. 42-105. Safety path plan implementation/developer’s responsibilities.

{a)  All developers of property along either side of a public roadway shall, upon development of their property,
construct a pathway that is located within the public road right-of-way and extends the full width of their
property, in accordance with the design and construction standards adopted under article IV of this chapter.

{b) Inlieu of constructing the pathway, and only with the recommendation of the planning commission and safety
path committee and approval of the township board, a developer may be allowed to pay to the township a
sum of money equivalent to the actual cost of construction of the path, including permit, engineering, and
inspection fees. The in lieu of payment option shall not be available in cases where a safety path is depicted in
the Township’s adopted Master Plan. Except as otherwise provided below, the actual cost of construction,
including fees, shall be determined by the township engineer, and shall be based on recent bids received by
the township for similar types of path construction. In cases where construction of a safety path as otherwise
required herein would be impracticable due to the physical nature and/or layout of the road and/or the
property, the township board may waive or reduce the required payment accordingly. All funds collected
under this subsection shall be deposited into the safety path fund and used for the construction of the safety
path system.

In all cases in which payment for required safety paths is allowed in lieu of construction, a written contract,
drafted by the township and indicating the sum of money to be paid to the township and associated provisions, shall
be executed by both the developer and the township as a condition of either final site plan approval or final
preliminary plat approval. The contract shall include a provision requiring that the Developer dedicate all required
easements for safety path construction to the Township. All provisions of said contract, including the financial
contribution to the township safety path fund, shall be satisfied prior to issuance of any building permits and/or
issuance of a soil erosion permit by the township building department.

() Unless the township board has allowed a developer to pay a sum of money to the township in lieu of
constructing a pathway under subsection (b}, construction of the safety path shall be completed for each phase
(if applicable) prior to the issuance of a final certificate of occupancy for any building structure located on the
parcel adjacent to which the safety path is to be located. The developer shall be responsible for securing all
necessary permits, paying all necessary fees, and obtaining necessary inspections from the township, the road
commission for the county, and/or the state department of transportation.
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In order to ensure completion of the path, the developer shall deposit cash to be placed into the township's
trust and agency fund, in the amount of the estimated cost of the safety path plus ten percent to guarantee the
completion of such path. The cost estimate shall be approved by the township engineer. The escrow amount shall
be returned to the developer upon completion of the safety pathway and approval by the township engineer and
building official.

(d)  Anyone constructing a safety path in the township shall first obtain a permit from the township building
department, using forms provided by the same. A permit shall be granted by the building department only
upon determining that the provisions of this article and all other applicable codes and ordinances of the
township have been met. A township review escrow shall be established in accordance with the schedule of
fees and escrow charges, for applicable portions of site pian review, and shall be deposited with the township,
along with plan submittal. The permit fee shall be set by the Board of Trustees by Resolution.

(e) In addition to the above construction, permit, and inspection fees, the developer shall place, with the
township, a performance guarantee in the form of a certified check, letter of credit, or cash in the amount of
twenty five (25%) percent of the estimated cost of the safety path construction, as determined by the township
engineer, to be placed in the township's trust and agency fund and to be held for a two year period following
the final inspection of such path by the township engineer. At the expiration of the two year period, the
performance guarantee shall be reimbursed to the developer, provided that no damage has been done to the
safety path by construction activities and that the path is in essentially the same condition as it was at the time
of final inspection by the township engineer.

(a) Safety paths shall generally be restricted to nonmotorized use, including, but not limited to, bicyclists,
pedestrians, joggers, skaters, and wheelchair users, It shall be unlawful to operate or park a motor vehicle, off-
road recreational vehicle, motorcycle, moped, golf cart and the like within the township's safety path system;
however, the use of motorized wheelchairs and battery-powered vehicles designed for the play of young
children shall be permitted.

(b) Seasonal use. The township, in its discretion, may decline to keep any or all safety paths clear of ice and/or
snow during the periods of such accumulation. Any person who shall use a safety path during such a period
shall do so at his or her own risk, and the township shall not be liable for any injury or loss incurred by such
use. The township may also keep any or all portions of the safety path system closed because of such
accumulation, inclement weather, or for any other reason. No person shall use or traverse such a closed
portion of any safety path, and the township shall not be liable for any injury or loss incurred by reason of such
use or traversal.

(c} It shall be unlawful for any person to ride or allow a horse, or other hooved mammal, upon a safety path or
sidewalk.

The developer who is responsible for the construction of any section of approved township safety path shall
be responsible for the maintenance of such path for a period of two years, commencing on the date of the
path's final inspection by the township engineer and expiring on the two year anniversary date of such
inspection. This expiration date is intended to coincide with the bond reimbursement date, at which time the
township, upon approvals from the township engineer as to the acceptable condition of such path, shall take
over the maintenance of such path and the developer's responsibility shall end, excepting for subsections (c)
and (d).

The developer of real property parcel adjacent to which a safety path traverses shall be responsible for the
following maintenance during the duration of the two-year period noted under subsection (a), above:

(1) Repair of surface cracks, upheaval, or deterioration.
(2)  Repair of any damage caused by the elements or by any person.

Safety paths constructed as part of the internal site improvements of any Planned Unit Development or any
Development Governed by the Michigan Condominium Act (Act 59 of 1978), as may be amended, within the
Township, shall be constructed and maintained by the Developer as stated in this Section. Thereafter the
Homeowners Association shall be responsible for all future maintenance, replacement, or repair thereof.
These requirements shall be made a part of the condominium bylaws and recorded as part of the
Development’s Master Deed.

Owners of developed property shall keep the portion of the safety path that runs adjacent to their property
free and clear of all debris, litter, leaves or branches, machinery, vehicles, equipment, junk, and other items
which may obstruct the use of the safety path.

Any person who negligently, intentionally, or maliciously causes damage to the safety path shall be
responsible for either one of the following:

(1)  Repair and/or replacement of the affected portion of the safety path, or
(2)  The cost of repair to the safety path by the Township Engineer.

Should the responsible person choose to repair and/or replace the safety path, said repair shall be made in

accordance with the standards adopted under article IV of this chapter, within 90 days, weather conditions
permitting, following issuance of a township construction permit.

If the responsible person opts to pay the cost of repair, notice of the actual cost of such repair shall be sent

to the responsible person by the township clerk, with a demand for payment. If said person fails to pay such costs
within 30 days after notice, the township board may authorize civil action to collect such costs. Any costs incurred
by the township in connection with this civil action shall be borne by the responsible person and/or party.

(f)

Removal of animal excrement required. It shall be unlawful for an owner, or temporary custodian, of any
domesticated animal to allow or permit such animal to soil, defile, defecate, or to commit any nuisance on a
sidewalk or safety path unless:

(1)  Such owner, or temporary custodian, shall immediately remove all droppings deposited by such animal
by any sanitary method, and for such purposes shall possess a container of sufficient size to collect and
remove the above mentioned droppings and exhibit the container, if requested by any official
empowered to enforce this article; and
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(2)

Such owner, or temporary custodian, shall deposit said droppings or container of droppings in a toilet
or a receptacle ordinarily used for garbage and covered by a lid or in an otherwise lawful and sanitary
manner.

Sec. 42-109. Sidewalk installation and maintenance.

{a) The township board, pursuant to MCL 41,288a, may order the construction, maintenance, or repair of
sidewalks in the township because of health, safety, or general welfare of the residents of the township.

(b)  The following regulations shall apply to sidewalks in the township:

In exercising its powers to compel the construction, repair or maintenance of sidewalks under MCL
41.288a, the township shall follow the procedures described below:

a.  The township shall obtain the approval of the state department of transportation or of the road
commission for the county with regard to undertaking the construction, maintenance, and/or
repair of sidewalks in a right-of-way within their respective jurisdiction.

b. A plan and cost estimate for construction, maintenance, and/or repair shall be prepared, along
with an assessment roll based upon such cost estimate, allocating the cost of the project including
the cost of estimate preparation, inspection, engineering, legal, finance and administration, to the
properties involved (e.g., the properties within the subdivision), and a notice of a public hearing
shall be sent to owners of such lots, units and parcels. The notice shall include a basic description
of the project and the cost estimate, and the tentative assessment amount, and shall be sent by
first class mail to the last known address of the owner of the properties based upon the current
tax assessment records in the township.

¢.  The township will also deliver the "notice of public hearing," described above under subsection b.,
to any affected homeowner's association registered to receive such notice.

Following the public hearing, if the township board determines that the construction, maintenance,
and/or repair of certain sidewalks is necessary due to being in a condition of disrepair, or due to one or
more other identified reasons, the board may adopt a resolution confirming the assessment roll and
determining to contract for such construction, maintenance, and/or repair, and assess the costs to the
properties involved in proportion to the respective benefits received, payable in five annual installments,
with interest; provided, however, prior to entering into such contract, the township board may, if
requested in writing by persons representing a number of properties within the area to be assessed
deemed sufficient by the township board, provide an opportunity within a reasonable time set by the
township or the respective property owners involved to have the sidewalks constructed, maintained,
and/or repaired at their own expense, according to specifications directed by the township.

A notice of assessment shall be sent to each property involved following entry into a contract for the
construction, maintenance, and/or repair. If the amount of the contract is more or less than the cost
estimate, the amount of the assessment upon each property shall be adjusted accordingly, provided,
however, if the cost difference is more than 20 percent higher than the estimate, the contract shall not
be entered into, and the assessment shall not be finalized unless and until a new public hearing is noticed
and held by the township board in the manner provided above.

The township shall not exercise its powers under MCL 41.288a and/or subsection (a) of this section to compel,
or finance, the construction of a sidewalk in such a way as to subject the owner of land containing a residential
structure, such structure being over three years old, to any assessment or order of construction, unless the owner(s)

Assessments established under this article shall constitute a lien upon the property assessed and shall be
collected, and delinquent assessment payments shall accrue interest and penalties, as provided for in Act No.

Actions or activities that cause a sidewalk to become in a condition of disrepair are prohibited. If an area of
sidewalk is in a condition of disrepair resulting from the actions of one or more private property owners, such
owner or owners shall repair such area of sidewalk. For purposes of this section, "actions" shall include, but
shall not be limited to: surface drainage; on-site construction; vehicular traffic; and other site activities and
actions resulting in a condition of disrepair. All repairs shall be made within 90 days, weather permitting,
following issuance of a township construction permit, and in accordance with the standards adopted under
article IV of this chapter. The following sections shall also apply if a responsible person opts to repair and/or
replace a damaged section of safety path under section 42-108(e).

If damage or injury is caused as a result of a failure to promptly repair a condition of disrepair, as stated in
subsection (a) of this section, above, and if the township had previously provided notice of the condition of
disrepair and allowed an opportunity for hearing before the township board, or the board's designee, the
owners to whom such notice was sent shall be liable to the township for any damages, costs and expenses
incurred by the township, including reasonable attorney fees expended by the township.

If an area of sidewalk is in a condition of disrepair resulting from the actions of a public utility franchise, such
entity shall repair such area of sidewalk or safety path at its sole cost. For purposes of this section, "actions"
shall include any on- site activities conducted by the public utility and actions resulting in a condition of
disrepair. All repairs shall be made within ninety (90) days, weather permitting, following issuance of a
Township construction permit, and in accordance with the standards in Section 42-108(e).

In addition to the above, the township board, pursuant to MCL 41.288a, may order the repair of such sidewalk
or safety paths by the persons whose actions resulted in a condition of disrepair; and, if such repair is not made
within the time stated in the order of the township board, and the sidewalk or safety path is within reasonable
proximity of the property owned by the breaching party, the township may proceed with the repairs and
recover all costs and expenses incurred by the township, plus a reasonable administrative fee, by assessing the
property of the owner or owners who failed to make the repairs required under this section. Such assessments
shall be made in accordance with the procedure specified, above, in this section. If the party failing to make
the required repair does not own the property within reasonable proximity of the sidewalk or safety path to
be repaired, the township may seek recovery of all costs and expenses, including reasonable administrative
costs and attorney fees, by any lawful means.

As a condition to any recovery for injuries sustained by reasons of any defective sidewalk or safety path, the
injured person shall serve notice upon the township within the time and in the manner prescribed by taw (MCL
691.1404).

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Sec. 42-111. Prohibition of obstruction of sidewalks and safety paths.

{a)  No person shall obstruct or cause or permit the obstruction of any sidewalk or safety path in the township by
the placement on such sidewalk or safety path of any object, debris or material of any kind or nature, or by
suspending any sign, object or material within 8.5 feet above a sidewalk or safety path. This provision is not
intended to create an obligation to modify natural accumulations of snow or ice.

{b)  Subsection (a) shall not apply in circumstances in which a person is temporarily loading or unloading a vehicle
adjacent to the property, if such person has, if reasonably required, secured a device reasonably calculated to
warn users of the sidewalk or safety path of the obstruction so as to avoid injury and/or damage.

Sec. 42-112. Safety path signage.

The safety path committee may develop, in conjunction with the safety path plan, a plan for signage along
each section of pathway as it is proposed for construction. The committee may require signs under the following
circumstances and for the following reasons:

(1)  Aspart of a developer's responsibility in constructing the path as approved by the township engineer.

{(2)  As part of the township's responsibility when the township assumes the maintenance of any portion of
each path.

(3) To prohibit all motorized vehicles from using the path, excepting:
a.  Vehicles for the physically disabled designed for use by one individual at a time.
b.  Light duty maintenance vehicles authorized by the township.

{(4) To alert pathway traffic to hidden driveways or similar hazards.

(5)  To alert approaching motorists to the presence of the pathway.

The standards for signs including, but not limited to, sign size, material, location in relation to the pathway as
well as the roadway, height and method of installation shall be in accordance with established county road
commission sign standards.

Sec. 42-113. Violations.

A person who violates any provision of this article of any of the terms or conditions of a permit is responsible
for a municipal civil infraction as defined by state statute, and shall be subject to a civil fine as determined by the
court, along with costs which may include all expenses, direct and indirect, to which the township has been put in
connection with the enforcement of this article. A person who violates any provision of this article or any of the
terms or conditions of a permit shall also be subject to such additional sanctions and judicial orders as are authorized
under state law. Each day that a violation of this article of a permit continues to exist shall constitute a separate
offense. In addition, the township may pursue any injunctive or other relief, which may be available. Nothing in this
section shall be construed to limit the remedies available to the township in the event of a violation by a person of
this article or a permit granted thereunder.

City, Village, and Township Revenue Sharing (CVTRS) Program

For fiscal year (FY) 2023, the Legislature continued the City, Village, and Township Revenue

Sharing (CVTRS) program. Each eligible local unit must meet all of the program requirements to
receive the full CVTRS payments.

Each city, village, or township that received a FY 2022 CVTRS payment is eligible to receive a
payment equal to 106% of the local unit's FY 2022 CVTRS eligible payment amount.

The Michigan Department of Treasury’s (Treasury) website has templates available which cities,
villages, or townships may use to comply with the CVTRS program requirements. The templates
are located under the “Forms and Templates” section at
https://www.michigan.gov/treasury/0,4679,7-121-1751 2197 58826---,00.html. Cities, villages,
or townships do not have to use these templates. The templates are available to assist cities,
villages, or townships if they so choose.

Program Requirements

I. To qualify for CVTRS payments, a local unit must complete the following by the due date:
1. Provide to Treasury the required documents (see below).

X VIl. Use of Funds — NEW REQUIREMENT

1. A city, village, or township that has a retirement pension benefit system in
underfunded status (under Section 5 of 2017 Public Act 202) must aliocate, to the
local unit's pension unfunded liability, an amount equal to the sum of the local unit's
FY 2023 eligible CVTRS payment amount less the sum of the local unit's FY 2020
eligible CVTRS payment amounts.

2. A city, village, or township that has issued a municipal security under Section 518 of
2001 Public Act 34, is exempt from allocating FY 2023 CVTRS payment amounts to
the local unit's pension unfunded liability.
