A  Resolution  of  the  Planning  Commission  of  the  Town  of  Erie 
Recommending  that  the  Town  Council  Adopt  an  Ordinance 
Consolidating all Provisions of the Erie Municipal Code Related to 
Penalties and Enforcement for Code Violations

Whereas, the Planning Commission finds it in the best interest of the public health, 
safety and welfare to consolidate all  provisions related to penalties and enforcement 
throughout the Erie Municipal Code and to comply with the recent Colorado Supreme 
Court decision In re People v. Camp and In re People v. Simons, 2025 CO 64 (Colo. Dec. 
25, 2025).

Now, Therefore be it resolved by the Planning Commission of the Town of 
Erie, Colorado, that:

Section 1. Findings.   Upon  consideration  of  the  ordinance,  hearing  the 
statements of Town staff and the public, and giving due consideration to the matter, the 
Planning Commission finds and determines as follows:

a. The ordinance, as attached hereto, meets the applicable criteria set forth 
in Title 10 of the Erie Municipal Code (the "UDC"); and

b. The ordinance is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.

Section 2. Decision.  Based on the foregoing findings, the Planning Commission 
hereby recommends that the Town Council adopt the ordinance as attached hereto.
