Vendors will be allowed to enter the Park on Friday, August 29, 2025 @ 2:00 PM to set-up.
Space assignments will be on a strictly first paid basis.

Food Vendors Cost - $300
Food Vendors who are not licensed food vendors by the State of Oklahoma will have to
pay $50.00/$75.00 for Oklahoma City/County Health Department Inspection fees. This
fee will be collected by the inspector at the time of inspection.

All food vendors must meet the Oklahoma City/County Health Department
requirements. Mobile food and beverage units must meet Oklahoma City/County Health
Department regulations. Inspectors will be on site. Food must be ready for health
inspection by Spm on Friday.
