[bookmark: _Hlk143860318]Mr. Culbertson read Resolution 24-27; A RESOLUTION OF THE SCOTT COUNTY FISCAL COURT (THE “COUNTY”) REGARDING AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PARTNERSHIP PURSUANT TO KRS 154.050 ET SEQ, AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY JUDGE EXECUTIVE TO REPRESENT THE COUNTY IN ENTERING INTO A REGIONAL ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT (THE “AGREEMENT”) AMONG LEXINGTON-FAYETTE URBAN COUNTY GOVERNMENT, KENTUCKY, THE COUNTY OF MADISON, KENTUCKY, THE COUNTY OF SCOTT, KENTUCKY, AND THE CITY OF BEREA, KENTUCKY, (EACH A “PARTY,” OR COLLECTIVELY “PARTIES”) EACH OF WHICH IS A POLITICAL SUBDIVISION OF THE COMMONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY (THE  COMMONWEALTH”) FOR A REGIONAL INDUSTRIAL PARK LOCATED IN MADISON COUNTY, KENTUCKY.
