 The Borough has received Realty Transfer taxes for November in the amount of $6512.10

 The Borough Solicitor has been requested to provide guidance on the closing and vacating or 
on the reactivation of “Borough Streets” on existing parcel maps maintained by Sullivan 
County.

 The Solicitor has requested an extension on the due dates for arguments in the appeal of a 
Right to Know response.  The information originally requested does not exist within the 
Borough records.  A letter providing a general response to questions was timely but did not 
specifically note that documents requested do not exist in the Borough.
