Other updates: 

 

Chief Deputy Falbo presented a resolution to accept a Domestic Terrorism 

Prevention grant in the amount of $172,413 from the NYS Division of Homeland 

Security and Emergency Services. Chief Deputy Falbo said it will assist in starting 
a Countywide Threat Assessment Team.  

 

Discussion took place regarding how the progression of the forming of the team 
would fold out. Chris DeBolt said part of the funding is to hire a consultant, which 

the Rochester Threat Advisory Committee (ROCTAC) did. He said ROCTAC was 

the first assessment management team run out of Monroe County. Ontario County 

plans to model a lot of what Monroe is doing and who seem to be industry best 
practices in doing things.  Ontario County anticipates to learn from the mistakes 

Monroe may have encountered. Mr. DeBolt said Lieutenant Lawrence with the 

City of Canandaigua Police Department is passionate about it. He was the one who 
started the Behavioral Intervention Team (BIT) and gave a lot of background 

information on how to set it up. Mr. DeBolt said they are relying on our local law 

enforcement partners through the Sheriff’s Office, this outside consultant to bring 

it in. The total number of partners remains to be seen. Mr. DeBolt said that some 
of the grant will be used for marketing and outreach. Additional discussion 

resulted. 

 
Supervisor Guard motioned to approve the resolution. Supervisor Pruett seconded 

the motion. The motion carried. 

 
Chief Deputy Falbo reviewed the jail population: 

• 106 currently 

• 85 unsentenced 

• 20 sentenced 

• Males – 85 males, 2 housed out in Monroe County and 5 who are 504 

order for state prison 

• Females - 20 females, 10 who are housed in from Oswego County 

 

Chief Deputy Falbo noted that January 6th was jail therapy program graduation. 
This program has remained strong meeting 3 days a week for 4 hours each day. 

He said they always welcome people to come and watch the graduation and see 

the effect it has on the incarcerated individuals. Chairman Green suggested when 
the program graduations are, he asked that a quick email be sent to the 

administration and committees. 

 
Discussion took place regarding the Halt Act obligations in the jail.

PRIVILEGE of the FLOOR  

 Deputy Chief Falbo said the Finger Lakes Law Enforcement Academy will be held 

at FLCC beginning March 6th. He said that they are looking at providing college 

credits to the recruitments in future years. 
He thanked Holly Adams and her office for their work in a situation that arose in 

the jail facility.  

 
Chairman Campbell made note that the committee agenda packets will be provided 

to all the Board of Supervisors. He said that this will allow for anyone who has a 

question to be able to go to the committee meeting and to give the chair a heads 

up on something they may wish to discuss. 
 

Jeff Harloff notified the committee the they hosted a pilot class called Firefighter, 

Contamination Reduction, and Cancer Prevention. He said 17 fire departments of 
the 28 that are in the county attended. there were three counties attending; Yates, 

Wayne, and Ontario. Each department that showed up received a bucket of 

supplies to deacon firefighters after coming out of a fire.
